This is when we offer a programme of

helpful information to the couples who are to be married at
St Paul s during the coming

LWe try to make sure that they are aware of all the prelimi-
nary legal requirements and practical arrangements that
need to be made, and of the timetable that needs to be
observed as they count down to their big day.

LWe explain the ingredients which comprise the Church of
England Marriage Service, and hand out a selection of
the most commonly used hymns and readings to help
them make their choices.

.We show how Christian faith informs and underpins our un-
derstanding of Christian marriage and we suggest ways
in which they may get the best out of their time as part of
our Church family.

l-We offer suggestions and counselling on how to stay
happily married throughout their lives.

Because the vast majority of the couples live elsewhere we
do not expect to see them very much in the future, if at all. A
few come back to have their children baptised or on Back to
Church Sunday. Occasionally we are asked to conduct the
funeral of one of their elderly relatives. We seek no reward

from helping them to make a good start to their married life.

We just hope and pray that they will think kindly of us in the
future, and take whatever they learn from us about the
Christian faith as an inspiration for their life together, and
especially for the upbringing of their children.

We feel very tender for these young people who have
grown up coping with raging hormones and unhealthy peer
pressure in promiscuous times.

Many of their parentsodé gene
serious Christian instruction themselves, have treated their
marriage vows with contempt, and cannot be imitated as
good examples.

Who is there in our modern world putting the case for
chastity before marriage and faithfulness within it? God has
given us all free will, and young people can and do reject
the challenge of purity even if they are aware of it.

Society at large seems to have given up the unequal
struggle and just accepted that casual sex, chaotic family
relationships, and the dangers of sexually transmitted
diseases are permanent facts of life. Perhaps the Church
could and should provide parenting classes so that local
parents have a forum where they can find advice and
backup and share good practice with other parents?

As Christians we believe that people can change, that they
can make good choices if given the opportunity. We should
pray earnestly for all our young couples that they will have
the courage to stand out from the atheist majority, that they
will be faithful and true to each other, be blessed with happy
family lives and bring new hope and joy to our land.

A warm welcome to our church!

One of the comments that del.i
the warmth of welcome received by visitors and newcomers. Tl
has continued to be true of the past year as we have watched \
delight as our congregation has grown through the arrival of sol
experienced, older Christians and an increase in the number
younger parents with children. The carpet area at the back of
church is buzzing on most Sunday mornings now! We are also

We try to ensure a physically warm welcome as well as a socia
and spiritually warm one.

Our chur
gas consumption reduced by up to 30% but the tariff increased
at least as much, leaving our annual bill almost equal to 2010. T

WERE BORN IN THE 1930's 40's, 50's, 60's and 70's!!

First, we survived being born to mothers who smoked and/or drank
while they carried us.

We did not have Playstations, Nintendo's, X-boxes, no video games at
all, no 99 channels on cable, no video tape movies, no surround sound,
no cell phones, no personal computers, no Internet or Internet chat
rooms.......... WE HAD FRIENDS and we went outside and found them!

We fell out of trees, got cut, broke bones and teeth and there were no
lawsuits from these accidents.
