Dear Friends 
 
 

February is the second month of the year in the 

Julian and Gregorian calendars. It is the shortest 

month and the only month with less than 30 

days. The month has 29 days in leap years, 

when the year number is divisible by four (except for years that are 

divisible by 100 and not by 400 in the Gregorian calendar). In com-

mon years the month has 28 days. 
 

In the Southern Hemisphere, February is the seasonal equivalent of 

August in the Northern Hemisphere. 
 

February starts on the same day of the week as March and Novem-

ber in common years, and on the same day of the week as August in 

leap years. February ends on the same day of the week as October 

every year and January in common years only. 
 

February was named after the Latin term februum, which means 

purification, via the purification ritual Februa held on February 15 

in the old Roman calendar. January and February were the last two 

months to be added to the Roman calendar, since the Romans origi-

nally considered winter a monthless period. 
 

Many people pronounce the 'ru' of "February" you rather than roo, 

as if it were spelled "Feb-u-ary". This comes about by analogy with 

"January" (which ends in "-uary" but not "-ruary"); as well as by a 

dissimilation effect whereby having two "r"s close to each other 

causes one to change for ease of pronunciation.

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Having only 28 days in common years, it is the only month of 

the year that can pass without a single full moon. It is also the 

only month of the calendar that once every six years and twice 

every 11 years, will have only four full 7-day weeks, where the 

first day of the month starts on a Sunday and the last day ends 

on a Saturday. This was observed in 2009 and can be traced 

back 11 years to 1998, another 11 years back to 1987, and 6 

years back to 1981; and so on twice 11 years consecutively and 

once six years either forward into the future or back into the 

past. This works unless the pattern is broken by a skipped leap 

year, but no leap year has been skipped since 1900 and no others 

will be skipped until 2100. 
 

For good measure the year number 2011 is a Prime Number 

(divisible only by itself and 1).  
 

I love all these trivial facts about numbersðthey help me to be-

lieve in God and his sense of humour, even more strongly, be-

cause they defy the neat calculations beloved by boring old sci-

ence! As Hamlet says: 
 

 ñThere are more things in heaven and earth, Horatio, 

  than are dreamt of in your philosophy.ò 
 

February this year contains no major Christian Festival because 

Easter falls this year on the 2nd latest date possible  - 24 April  - 

(last seen in 1859, next occurrence 2095 if no change is made in 

the methodology of its calculation.).

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in the Church various important religious centres had their own 
system of colours, in England we had a system of colours 
based on Salisbury, in Latin Sarum. The basic colour of nature 
is GREEN, so Green is the colour for ñOrdinary Timeò, which 
means no particular Church Season. There can be two periods 
of Ordinary Time. There always are Sundays after Trinity Sun-
day and the liturgical colour for these is Green. Depending on 
the date of Easter, there may be another period of Ordinary 
time after the end of the Season of Epiphany before we come 
to Lent. 
 
So let us look at the reasoning behind what the Church does. 
Green, the predominant colour of nature for ñOrdinary Timeò. 
Easter has always been ñThe Great 50 Daysò of celebration of 
the Resurrection, ending with Pentecost ï pente, the Greek 
root for 5 and 50, with the Feast of The Ascension 40 days af-
ter Easter. The new calendar has tried to expand the Christ-
mas/Epiphany season to match the celebration of Easter, 
keeping the liturgical colour WHITE, for 40 days after Christ-
mas, until February 2

nd
, The feast of the Presentation, or Can-

dlemas. At this point, we stop looking back to Christmas, and 
start to look to the futureééLent and Easter. 
 
The other thought I had for an article was the BBCôs ñNativityò, 
it showed very clearly the importance of Joseph, who often 
gets neglected, and also how God communicated with him, 
through dreams and angels. Are we as receptive to Godôs call 
as Mary and Joseph were? Liturgical colours!! Communication!

Money and the Spiritual Life 
Martin Luther astutely observed, ñThere are three conversions 

necessary: the conversion of the heart, mind, and the purse.ò Per-

haps today we find the conversion of the purse the hardest of the 

three! 
 

In seeking a Christian Spirituality of money it is important for us 

to begin by seeing money in the context of the ñprincipalities and 

powersò that Paul speaks about so vigorously (Eph. 6:12, Col. 

1:16). Money is one of these powers. When Jesus uses the Ara-

maic term mammon to refer to wealth, he is giving it a personal 

and spiritual character. When he declares, ñYou cannot serve God 

and mammon,ò he is personifying mammon as a rival god and 

making clear that money is not some impersonal medium of ex-

change. No, mammon is a power that seeks to dominate us. Paul 

made it clear that it is not money, but the love of money that is 

ñthe root of all evilsò (1 Tim. 6:10). Given the almost universal 

love of money, however, they are often the same in practice. 
 

Now, it goes without saying that businesses need to make a profit. 

A business must survive if it is to serve. And that profit can rightly 

be thought of as the ministry of money. This is a high call indeed, 

this ministry of money. It is not for the spiritual beginner. It is for 

those who are well trained in the spiritual life. 
 

We should use money to exercise our dominion for good. Hence, 

we begin by earning all the money we can, and saving all the 

money we can. Then, we freely use this money within a properly 

disciplined spiritual life, and we control and invest this money for 

the good of humankind and the glory of God. And, finally, we joy-

fully give money away where and when we have the opportunity 

to do the most good. Richard J Foster 
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I have had several thoughts about the content of 
this monthôs article. Thanks to those ï not least 
my wife, - who has been ñLa Chauffeuseò since I 
cracked a bone in my elbow just before  
Christmas, and Alan, who did so much to make 
things easier for me in Church. 
 

For the whole family, Christmas and New Year bring the Anniver-
saries of the deaths of at least five members, so there has always 
been an element of reflection mixed in with that of celebration, this 
year our eldest grandson was diagnosed with Type 1 Diabetes 
two days after Christmas. A shock, but as he is studying Medical 
Sciences, he appears to be coping with the new restrictions! 
 

From each of these thoughts I contemplated an article until a 
chance question from my wife, ñWhen do we go GREEN for 
Epiphany?ò And that made me think, that not everybody, has 
taken onboard the changes brought in with Common Worship. 
There is supreme irony here. In the day when ordinary people 
could neither read nor write, the Church put Bible stories into 
stained glass windows, and indicated the Seasons of the Churchôs 
Year through the colours of Vestments and Hangings [altar front-
als and curtains etc.] So the Christian Church, today seen as old 
fashioned, realised long ago, that people pick things up and learn, 
not just with their ears, but with their eyes as well. 
 

We now have ñuniform systemsò for most things, we have lost our 
shillings and pence, pounds and ounces have gone too,

LITURGICAL  COLOURS  
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3. The Cross means righteousness exchanged.  
 

Now the word is Justification , and itôs the language of the law courts . 
How, despite my sin, can I be treated as though I had never sinned? 
Only by Christ taking my place at the Cross, and being treated as the sin-
nerðso that his righteousness can be freely credited to me. Itôs an amaz-
ing truth completely unique to the Bible (Romans 3.21-26). 
 

4. The Cross means relationship restored.  
 

Now itôs Reconciliation ðthe language of the family (Romans 5.9-11). 
It is illustrated in Jesusô parable of the Prodigal Son (Luke 15. 11-24). But 
our reconciliation required that Christ be ñmade sin for us ò (2 Corin-
thians 5.19-21). Only at the Cross is it possible for us to be adopted back 
into the family of God as his sons and daughters.

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Cheques and Balances- our Treasurerôs pageï February 2011 
Keeping a warm church!Keeping a warm church!   One of the comments that delights us about St. 

Paulôs is hearing of the warmth of welcome received by visitors and newcom-

ers. This seems to be especially true of the past year as we have watched with 

delight as our congregation has grown through the arrival of some experi-

enced, older Christians and an increase in the number of younger parents with 

children. The carpet area at the back of the church is buzzing on most Sunday 

mornings now! We are also always pleased to welcome ñwedding couplesò 

who stay with us for a while. 
We try to ensure a physically warm welcome as well as a socially and spiritu-

ally warm one.  The church is in use on more occasions during the week than 

the hour and a half on a Sunday morning when we meet as a worshipping 

community, with Pastor Olaôs congregation now meeting on Sunday after-

noons and Friday evenings, and weekday activities of our own, all costing 

around £2,600 a year in gas and electricity.  
We also have essential maintenance costs on all three of our boilers ï church, 

hall and school house ï requiring annual safety certificates for each 

one.   This winter the church has cost between £70 and £100 a week to heat, 

because as we all know from home experience cold weather is expen-

sive!  We have had a new church boiler fitted at a cost of £3,500 which 

should be more efficient than the old one that had reached the end of its work-

ing life. I expect our church gas bill to reduce by up to 30%, making savings 

for us of £400 - £500 a year. The halls cost between £100 and £140 a week to 

heat when the playgroup are in session, depending on other daily uses, and 

around £100 a week during winter holiday times.  Two years ago we changed 

our energy supplier to achieve a better tariff, and are now seeing economies 

achieved by paying lower costs for our gas and electricity.  We have managed 

to keep our 2010 costs similar to those for 2009, but this benefit will be lost if 

our energy use spirals, so we need to be vigorous in our commitment to  

reduce  wasteful use of energy. 
We are now able to proceed with installing exterior lighting for the church 

and the energy cost factored into the project is very low indeed and can easily 

be covered by savings in consumption. 
Our church activities last year cost around £100,000 in total, so energy costs 

are around 5% - 6% of our expenditure.  Winters are obviously more costly 

than summertime ï last Augustôs energy costs were Ã136; March was 

£887!  Be assured that we are doing all we can to keep the costs to a mini-

mum, and letôs pray that visitors keep remarking on the warmth of our church, 

in whatever sense they mean it! LEN STEVENS, TREASURER 
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How does the Cross affect me?  
 

I know that Jesus Christ died ñforò me. But what does that mean? 
 

Someone says, ñWould you go shopping for me?ò They hope that you 
will go instead of them. If you donôt go, they will have to! Itôs the prin-
ciple of substitution , orðin the case of the Crossðòpenal substi-
tution .ò Someone else has endured sinôs penalty in my place. That 
person has become my substitute. 
 

In football, to send on a substitute sounds like a ñsecond best.ò Not so 
at the Cross. Nothing that God provides in second best. Jesus Christ, 
who is God in human form, had no sin of his own; consequently, He 
was the only person qualified to take upon himself the penalty of 
separation from God, which is spiritual death. (Romans 6.23) 
 

Christ came ñto give his life as ransom for (Greek: instead of) 
manyò (Mark 10.45). He died instead of me. This works out in differ-
ent ways. 
 

1.  The Cross means penalty paid.  
 

The theological word here is Redemption (Ephesians 1.7) Itôs the 
language of the slave market . A price, Christôs óbloodô, has been 
paid for us (1 Peter 1.18-19). Always in Scripture the word blood - 
when separated from the body - refers to death. So, by his death, 
Christ became óa curse for us ;ô delivering us from the curse of the 
law. (Galatians 3.13). 
 
2. The Cross means wrath averted.  
 

The word here is Propitiation . Itôs the language of the Temple ð
and of sacrificial offering. Godôs holy antagonism to human rebellion 
brings us all under judgement. The story of the Bible is of God inter-
cepting  his own judgement in the Person of his Son. Propitiation has 
God as its object. We are an offence, and he has to be propitiated, 
appeased; it is his wrath that is averted by Christôs substitutionary 
sacrifice.

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Christians arrested and threatened with death for apostasy 

 
More than 70 Christians have been arrested in Iran since  

Christmas in a new wave of persecution by the regime in Tehran 

against nonï Muslim religious groups. 

 

Christian groups claim that they have been beaten in custody and 

threatened with the death penalty on charges of apostasy. The  

arrests have targeted the Iranian House Church Movement, small 

groups of Christians that gather at private residences for prayer 

and Bible study. Britain has been accused of supporting the 

groups amid growing suspicion of foreign influence on Iranian 

society. 

 

Last month a Christian pastor in Rasht was sentenced to death for 

apostasy (ñrejecting a faithò, in this case Islam), a crime still  

undefined in Iranian law. Youcef Nadarkhani, 32, became a  

Christian at 19. Though born to Muslim parents, he claimed in 

court that he had not practised Islam in his youth and said that a 

confession that he had turned his back on the faith was forced out 

of him. 

 

The arrests mirror a series of attacks across the Middle East. In 

November, 52 people were killed in Baghdad when security 

forces stormed a Church where 100 Catholics had been taken  

hostage by al-Qaeda. On New yearôs Eve, 21 people were killed 

in a bomb attack on a Coptic Mass in the Egyptian city of  

Alexandria.

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Bishopsô Joint Statement on the Ordinariate. 
 

As bishops charged with responsibility to uphold the unity of 

Godôs church on earth we are painfully aware of the divisions 

that still impair the unity that Christ longs for and for which he 

shed his blood. This is not just a unity within the church ï 

though we long for this to be revealed ï but a unity for all 

Godôs people and between the families of the nations. 

 

The church has a specific vocation to witness to this unity and 

it is always a cause for concern if it is threatened or damaged. 

Some have intimated that the introduction of the Apostolic 

Constitution Anglicanorum Coetibus (Personal Ordinariate in 

England and Wales) may present just such a challenge. We do 

not see it this way. We recognise that in both our communities 

there have been times when individuals and groups have felt it 

right to move from one community to another. 

 

At the moment there are some priests and people in the Church 

of England who for reasons of conscience believe that their 

Christian journey can best continue within the Roman Catholic 

Community. We give thanks for their contribution to the life of 

the Church of England, and we pray for the new life they will 

have and the gifts they will bring to the Catholic Church. But 

the setting up of the Ordinariate does not in any way deter us 

from the ultimate goal of that visible unity within the church 

that is Christôs prayer and which is shared by all Christian  

people. Nor do we think it will be helpful if in the setting up of 

the Ordinariate there is confusion between the different  

identities of the worshipping communities.
