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From our Vicar 

Dear Friends 
 

May was a good month in both Church and 
community. 
 

At the Church we received a second 
ñOUTSTANDINGò rating in succession from 
OFSTED for the St Paulôs Christian Playgroup, our flagship 
outreach and service to the local community. 
 

So ñThank youò and ñwell done!ò to Delia and all the  
magnificent staff who work so hard in the Playgroup to give 
the children in our care the best possible start in life. 
 

I was also privileged to be present at the opening of the new 
Library in Roding Primary School (see pages 18 & 19), the 
culmination of a great deal of work and dedication by 
 Governors, staff and parents. I am sure that it will be well 
used, and hopefully instil a love of reading actual physical 
books in a world where almost everything is now delivered 
on screen and online.  
 

As the Easter season draws to a close we move now 
through Ascension,  Pentecost and Trinity to the ñordinaryò 
part of the year, the Sundays after Trinity. 
 

Many people are confused about the Trinity, but there is no 
need for that. It is simply a statement of the 3 ways in which 
God has, as a matter of fact, revealed himself to the human 
race. 
 

God is not just a remote or abstract figure whom we believe  
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to have created the universe in which we live, who is out 
of sight and usually out of mind. No! Christians believe 
that he is also ñImmanuelò (ñGod with usò, as we hear in 
the Christmas Bible readings), He is ñwith usò in two ways, 
as Jesus nearly 2000 years ago, and as Holy Spirit always 
and for ever. 
 

This why the Christian understanding of God is superior to 
all other versions, because it ties in together both the  
unseen, spiritual dimension of life, where God is, (and 
where our departed loved ones are too), with the everyday 
world of flesh and blood, time and space. 
 

But itôs not the belief that is particularly hardðit is the life-
style! How can we discipline ourselves to live by the laws 
of love in a world in which so many people all around us  
are living by a morality that is quite different, where  
selfishness, greed and violence are regarded by many as 
good ideals to teach their children, and in which the most 
important commandment seems to be ñThou shalt not get 
found out.ò 
 

The task of the Church is to minister to all who seek our 
help, and encourage them to look at life in the different 
way that God had made possible since he came into our 
world as Jesus. It is also the case that those who sincerely 
commit themselves to following Jesusô way find that he  
actually is the Way, the Truth and the Life, and that the 
presence and power of the Holy Spirit is real. Why not try 
it?

Israel won territory, the West Bank, which had belonged to  
Jordan and the Sinai Peninsula which had been Egyptian. 
Egypt quickly accepted the new situation, that Israel was here 
to stay, publicly accepted the right of Israel to exist and got 
back the Sinai Peninsula and the Egyptian Presidents Sadat 
and Mubarak had quite cordial relations with Israel. 
 

I do question the wisdom of President Obama insisting on a  
return to the 1967 frontiers. It makes it appear as if Israel has 
been the aggressor, wanting to ñgrabò more land.  The fact that 
there has been and still is a problem with regards to the West 
Bank is not really of Israelôs making.  Once Egypt accepted  
Israelôs right to exist, it got Sinai back and there has been 
peace in that area. 
 

The Queenôs successful visit to Ireland where there were 
ñtroublesò for many years during the last century leads me to 
believe that with good will on both sides a workable solution 
can be found.  The Queen accepted that it might have been  
better if some things had not been done, and that other things 
could have been done better!!  The clock can not be put back to 
1948: negotiations have to start from where we are now and not 
from where we were.  I am reminded of some wise words used 
by The Prime Minister Clement Atlee when questioned about 
Indian independence. To the question, ñHow can you  
entrust India to Indian politicians, when they behave so  
irresponsibly?ò he replied, ñHow can any one expect politicians 
to behave responsibly, until they have responsibility?ò  The  
solution to this problem requires trust, and conviction that the 
Arab populations will respect the decisions of its leaders. 
 

In this situation even the great and famous are powerless: all 
they can do is pray and wait in the hopeful anticipation of good 
news.

THE  TWICE-PROMISED  LAND  
It seems difficult for us to realise today, that when 
war broke out in 1914 Turkey ruled its present 
territory and all of the Arabian Peninsular 
[including the now independent Emirates and 
Sheikdoms] modern Iraq, Syrian, Palestine and 
Egypt.  YeséEgypt was never, despite much British  
influence, a British Colonial possession. Technically Egypt was 
Turkish, until the start of WWl. 
 
At the end of the war Saudi-Arabia became an independent  
kingdom, Britain was given a 30 year League of Nations Mandate 
to rule Palestine and Mesopotamia [Iraq including Kuwait] and 
France a 30 year Mandate for Syria. I am not quite sure, but I 
think the Lebanon was part of Syria. 
 
When the Union Jack was hauled down for the last time in 
Jerusalem on May 14

th
 1948 and the Star of David run up, the 

newly independent Israel was immediately attacked by its Arab 
neighbours. There could have been a serious lack of water in  
Jerusalem, and other cities if the military had been allowed to 
blow up these facilities.  A secret delegation was sent from Israel 
to plead for help from King Abdullah of Jordan.  His personal  
intervention saved the day for Israel and not long afterwards he 
was assassinated, leaving Jordan to be ruled by his teenage 
grandson Hussein, who had great respect for Britain and was 
educated at Sandhurst. 
 
There have been two other unprovoked attacks by neighbouring 
Arab states on Israel, the last in 1967, both of which could have

Weddings and Baptisms 
 

There were 20 weddings at St Paulôs during 2010; 15 are planned for 2011 

and 7 are already booked for 2012 and even one for 2013! I am sure there are 

many reasons for the popularity of our church for weddings, not least being 

the picturesque nature of the site and the warmth of the welcome that bridal 

couples receive. The fees that wedding couples pay are set centrally by the 

Archbishopôs Council of the Church of England, and are a significant part of 

our income, along with fees for funerals and the Burial of Ashes. 
 

Wedding fees in 2010 totalled  £13,188 and Burial/ashes fees £2284.  

Expenses  related to wedding and funeral / burial of ashes were £6948, cover-

ing the fees for the priest, organist, verger and clerk. The remainder helps to 

maintain the church in good condition and repair, allowing us to keep it  

looking its best for the background to photographs, etc. The PCC fee also 

helps ensure that it is warm and clean when needed. 
 

We had baptisms on 24 occasions last year with 30 candidates, mostly  

children, baptised. There is no charge for baptism in the Church of England 

but the same costs arise as for weddings with heating and maintaining a  

welcoming church. 
 

Offerings given at weddings and baptisms are included in the totals of church 

giving  and , as with fees, are significant. Weddings raised £2784 with £1322 

of that ñblue enveloped ñ as tax-efficient, and baptisms also raised £1703 with 

Ã1354 of that ñblue envelopedò. 
 

Our total income from these ñoccasional servicesò was Ã10,691 ï clearly a 

valuable  and  important  part  of our ministry and a good reason for us to  

continue to be here to serve those who need us. 
 

We have been commended during Deanery visitations for our high number of 

weddings and baptisms. In both cases it is the result of a ñcontact ministryò in 

the local area ï many baptisms come through the playgroup and young  

families ï and now that we are able to illuminate the exterior of the church, 

perhaps even more couples thinking of a church wedding will be made aware 

of us!  

Once again we are given the opportunity to proclaim Jesus through our  

location, our buildings and our loving Christian contact with those who seek 

us out.

Young children  ï  sometimes very young ï out on the 

streets foraging for food and some having no homes to go to.   The Church 

in Kenya works very hard to help these children ï taking them off the 

streets where they are able but certainly providing food for them to eat.     

There are several outposts which need to be visited and food provided and 

it is this work that St. Paulôs Church members support. 

 

The Utugi Childrensô Centre which is run by the Diocese has been set up 

during the time we have been running our Appeal and much progress has 

been made in getting some of the more fortunate children off the streets 

and into the Centre where they receive food, clothes, bed and education.  

More than that, they receive Christian love which brings to them a  

foundation on which to base their lives.  It is an ongoing project in which 

every penny given not only by us but by others who share our concern, 

goes to help support the work and the children being reached. 

 

Our prayer is that God will continue to bless the efforts of all those who 

work towards helping these children and others like them, helping to make 

this world a fairer and more loving world for everyone.
