Dear Friends 

 

This letter is about future events in the Par-
ish which need some advance planning. 
 
Following Daniel Clackôs death and funeral 
in August this yearôs Remembrance Sunday in Woodford 
Bridge is going to be a very different occasion, quite apart 
from the unusual date and time of Armistice Day this year: - 
11.11.11.11 (!!)  
 
The PCC has decided that we would like to make a special 
effort to mention by name any fallen serviceman or woman 
since 1945 who has a connection to people who live, or 
work, or worship in Woodford Bridge. So if you know of such 
a person among family or friends, whom you would like to be 
mentioned by name on Remembrance Sunday alongside 
those from Woodford Bridge who fell in the two World Wars, 
please send me the details, preferably by email. 
 
Before that, and actually in October (just) we are holding our 
Annual Memorial Service on the 30th at 4.30pm. This can 
be of enormous benefit to bereaved families, even if it is a 
long time since your loved oneôs death. Having lost the fa-
miliarity with the Christian Faith that previous generations 
enjoyed, modern society finds it hard to deal with death. 
Many people have never ever seen a dead body. Quite a 
few die surrounded not by a loving family but by strangers in 
white coats. 
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Your Parish Church and its Ministry Team may well have 
helped you through the funeral, but even if was elsewhere 
and conducted by somebody else, you are still very wel-
come to join us at St Paulôs. We believe that we can be of 
help. (You may use the form on page 28 if you wish.) 

 

And then, even further ahead, we are beginning to plan for 
our Lent Bible Study in 2012. (See pages 18-19) In this 
Year of the Bible we are trying to repair the damage done 
by a secular society to our knowledge of the Holy Scrip-
tures. How many people these days, even among Church 
members, have personal experience of hearing God actu-
ally speaking to us as we read our Bibles? 
 

Life is very busy, and we spend our time, as well as our 
money, on the things that are at the top of our list of priori-
ties. If we too busy to pray, then we are too busyðperiod! 
Praying for most people is us talking to God. We cannot 
have a two - way conversation unless we are listening to 
his words to us as well.  
 

This is where the Bible comes into its own, and this is why 
we need to read our Bibles in a disciplined way, partly to 
help our prayers, but also in order to build up a better un-
derstanding of Godôs ways, and Godôs will for us and for 
his world. 
 

The more you read it, the more it makes sense, and the 
more you learn to love it. But there are no short cuts. It 
takes the time and effort that it takes. People who say that 
the Bible is boring have never read it and are therefore 
only repeating from a position of ignorance what they have 
heard someone else say.  

O taste and see how gracious the LORD is. Ps 34.8.

Dr Faustus is bored!! We have a saying ñThe devil finds 
work for idle handsò, if Faustus had been busy and inter-
ested in something good would he have been so keen to 
enter into his pact with the devil? What proportion of 
those involved in the recent riots were in full time work or 
education? ñNature abhors a vacuumò. If we donôt think 
nice thoughts or our minds are empty there is an open in-
vitation for something unpleasant or nasty to take up resi-
dence. Iôm not suggesting working every hour God sends 
but being active and busy with good things is a defence 
against getting involved with the wrong sort of things.  
 
Marlowe was an atheist and had to be a bit careful about 
what he said and wrote to keep on the right side of the 
establishment. The situation seem to be totally the re-
verse today atheists are two a penny and write and say 
what they think, Christians on the other hand tend to be 
far less willing to be open about their faith and there is an 
air of caution about, which needs reversing.  
 

A bargain was struck and kept. There was commit-
mentéééto evil. If we want a better world for ourselves 
and our children then we also need commitment to the 
powers of good. Sitting on the fence will get us nowhere, 
what is needed, in my opinion, is a positive commitment 
to the Christian life, where serving ourselves and our own 
needs is less important than looking to the needs of oth-
ers. As winter approaches being a good neighbour is a 
good way to start.

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Last week we paid our final visit of the year 
to the Globe to see Marloweôs version of 
Faust. My interest goes back to my university 
days, when Goetheôs Faust, Part 1, was one 
of my set texts. Gounodôs Opera and Goethe 
tell a similar tale, Marlowe is quite different.  
 

Christopher Marlowe, poet and dramatist, was writing at the 
end of the 16 th century. He had a second string to his bow as 
one of Walsinghamôs spies. He was also known to be an 
atheist. The official version of his end in that he died in a pub 
brawl in Deptford. But there are other rumoursééé.that he 
was killed because he was an atheistééééthat he was not 
killed at all, but made to disappear to continue with his work 
for the secret serviceééé.that he survived, and is the real 
author of the plays attributed to Shakespeare.  
 

There in a story line in both Goetheôs and Gounodôs Faust, 
which Marloweôs does not have. Faust is bored with life, has 
had enough of Theology, Medicine, Philosophy and Science 
so makes a pact to sell his soul to the devil for 24 years of 
fun on earth with hell as his final destination. In the play we 
have two ñepisodesò showing Faustus at play during his 24 
year spree!! What interested me on one level is that this idea 
was copied by Goethe when he wrote his Faust, Part 2. 
Someone has an idea, which can be picked up by another 
and developed in a modified way.

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Cheques and Balances- our Treasurerôs Pageï October 2011 
Our church income at St Paulôs is currently running at something over 

£100,000 a year. The major income sources are:  rents on property or hall hir-

ing fees; payments for weddings and funerals;  and collections taken at ser-

vices, and also planned, committed giving by bank standing order or 

through the Tax-efficient ñblue envelopeò scheme. 
 

This monthôs article looks at the benefits of the Tax-efficient scheme. 

The Government, through the Inland Revenue, currently returns 25% on each 

claim made through the Tax-efficient scheme, as a way of helping charities 

meet their costs and commitments. This percentage has reduced since April 

this year from 28% previously. 
 

It is both humbling and a privilege, as Hon. Treasurer, to be made aware of 

how much is given, freely and sacrificially, to St Paulôs to enable us to minis-

ter the love of Jesus as we do. When this giving can be linked to the benefits of 

the Inland Revenue refund  scheme, its value is increased dramatically. 
 

The 2010 Inland Revenue refund was £8194 and is £8271 for 2011, to date, 

with claims for the 3rd and 4th quarters still to submit. 
 

Because of the delay between submission of claims and receipt of the Revenue 

payment the claim for the last three months of 2011, and for nine months of 

bank standing order payments into our Covenant account, (April ï December)  

will appear on the final 2011 accounts, and will be around £4,500. 
 

In order to achieve £8271 of refund £33,000 was given to the church. 
 

Financial sacrificial giving is a huge part of our income, and is appreciated 

whether it can be linked to Revenue refunds or not. ( In 2010 there was also  

£4094 non-tax efficient giving ï thank you.) 
 

As we move towards the close of another year, please reflect prayerfully on the 

response that you will make to the commitment forms for 2012. When every-

one works together tremendous things can be achieved in the name of Jesus. 

Our Christian community here at St Paulôs has a huge influence for good, both 

here at home and in the wider world community, and this is possible because 

every contribution, however seemingly small and insignificant, is anything but 

that when we put it all together. 
 

May God bless us as we serve Him throughout 2012.

I havenôt been 
yet but I know many who have and those who commute to work on the tube are already  
getting a taste of why we are being asked not to travel over the time of the Games  
themselves.  Do sports fans shop?  Well it might be hard not to because you have to walk 
through the gates of temptation to get to the gates of the Olympic Park!  If you donôt have a 
ticket there are views from the shopping centre and there will be large screens throughout 
Westfield so you can shop and still see the action! 
 

Itôs difficult to equate the opulence of the Games with the poverty not only abroad but also in 
our own country.  Please donôt get me wrong I was a county athlete in my youth and I know 
what hard work and dedication it takes to excel at your chosen sport but I canôt help feeling 
that the money being spent in showing off could be better spent answering human need. 
 

In some of the countries that the Christmas Shoeboxes travel to the idea of play is hard to 
grasp as these children do not have sports facilities, open places to enjoy and play games.  
This year, therefore, Samaritanôs Purse has asked if the shoeboxes could have an Olympic 
theme in an attempt to enable these children to experience the joy of sport for themselves. 
 

What can you put in your shoebox?  Well first select the sex ï boy or girl and then an age 
range that you are filling your box for 2-4 years, 5-9 years or 10-14 years.  Here are some 
ideas ï have fun! 
 

GIFTS:

A tennis ball, skipping rope, baseball bat, small football, inflatable beach ball, stop watch, 
sweat bands, toy medals or some other sports-related gift that would bring a smile to a child!

For 
boys trucks and cars, for girls dolls, clip-on earrings, etc.

BOX:  Decorate your shoebox with Olympic stickers, drawings or even try to get hold of spe-
cial Olympics wrapping paper (if indeed such a thing exists!).  Or Christmas wrapping paper 
 

MESSAGE: Add a message to your child, stating that the box has come from the home of 
the next Olympics and that you hope they enjoy the sports items youôve included in your box 
for them to play with. Alternatively, a Christmas card with your wishes for the child who  
receives your box. 
 

Some of you have been asking what you may include in your boxes by way of home made 
items.  Scarves, woolly hats and gloves/mittens are all welcome in the boxes and fairly  
simple to knit.  If you have wool and needles but no patterns please let me know I can  
supply patterns.  Clothing such as matinee jackets for babies are not permitted.  Knitted toys 
are another area where the charity is quite specific and only include finger and glove  
puppets in the list of allowed items.  All other toys must be new and carry the CE mark.  
Again I have finger/glove puppet patterns if anyone would like one. 
 

Giving a shoebox gift is really quite simple.  You wrap and pack it and bring it to the service 
in church.  We take it to the warehouse where it is checked and sent on its way.  The  
in-country partners of Samaritanôs Purse deliver it.

Where appropriate, the local partners will also distribute a booklet of Bible stories ï including 
the story of Christmas, the birth of Jesus ï to children receiving shoeboxes,  hopefully start-
ing them on the road to More Than a Gold Medal ï the enduring gift of Jesus in their lives ï 
REAL GOLD.

Government grants have been obtained, but they are restricted 
to helping only unemployed people. Eight local Churches 
make financial contributions to this work, with St Paulôs, Wood-
ford Bridge being the largest donor among these.
