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From our Vicar 

Dear Friends 
 

Since I last wrote our lives have been turned  
upside down by two deaths, first our adopted son 
John in Australia, then just as we were beginning 
to feel as though life could go on again, local boy 
Lieutenant Daniel Clack was killed in Afghanistan 
(see pages 22/23). 
 

My father died in 1994 and my younger brother in 2001, so we had 
known bereavement in our family before, but Johnôs death, the loss of 
a child we had chosen as well as cherished, was something quite  
different. I had never known just how debilitating grief could be. It 
wiped us out for weeks. 
 

Having to fly to Australia and back in just over 8 days, with its double 
dose of jetlag, obviously did not help our physical state. While we were 
there, we were wonderfully looked after by Johnôs friends and work  
colleagues, and shown around his apartment, his office and recording 
studio. We viewed his body at the morgue on the morning we arrived, 
and met the grandchildren, the Funeral Director and the Vicar on the 
next two days.  
 

After a Private morning cremation there was a huge afternoon  
Memorial Service in All Saintsô Church, Sydney, attended by 500  
people during which two of his star artists performed songs. That was 
followed  by a Wake at Sydney Yacht Club which went on till late in the 
evening. 
 

The last two days were spent with the grandchildren again and  
solicitors and trying to tie up all the outstanding loose ends. 
 

We arrived back in England with barely a week to plan the English  
Memorial Service held here at St Paulôs, attended by 100 or so, people 
who included Johnôs school friends, colleagues from the Music  
Industry in London, and family and friends who had not been able to 
travel to Sydney. 
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We were surrounded by kindness and consideration on every step 
of our journey. Our own family came together as one and were the 
first line of defence. Chrisô Headmaster immediately gave her  
Compassionate Leave of Absence. My Ministry Team Colleagues 
and Churchwardens freely allowed me the time and space to grieve 
and to make the necessary arrangements. The Australian Vicar was 
welcoming and understanding and conducted both ceremonies in a 
most sensitive and helpful way. The Church Family here rallied 
round and provided loving practical help of several kinds. Even the 
Qantas staff could not have been kinder and more helpful. 
 

I was asked more than once if my faith was shaken by what had 
happened. No, it wasnôt. Rather, I was grateful to have a belief  
system and  a structure in place to help make sense of it all. Being a 
member of a congregation as an ordinary worshipper, when leading 
it would have been impossible, helped me more than I can say. 
 

In taking Funeral Services myself I have often used texts like: 
 

ñThe eternal God is your refuge, and underneath are the everlasting 
arms.ò (Deuteronomy 33.27) 
 

ñThough I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear 
no evil; for you are with me...ò (Psalm 23.4)  
 

I am so glad that I can now honestly say that when I needed the 
comfort and encouragement of the Bible, I was not disappointed. 
 

I was aware of ñthe everlasting armsò holding me up through the 
kindness of all these ordinary, yet extraordinary, people whom the 
Lord had sent to help me and my family through this tragedy.  
 

Two young men, who had never met, whose lives were cut brutally 
short, who had already given so much to the world, and yet had so 
much more to give, both desperately missed by their families and 
friends, whose funerals both took place in St Paulôs, Woodford 
Bridge, one on 25th July, the other on 25th August, and included the 
same two hymns; ñI vow to thee, my countryò and ñJerusalemò.

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57 cents  
A little girl stood near a small church from which she had been turned away because it 
was 'too crowded.'  
 

'I can't go to Sunday School,' she sobbed to the pastor as he walked by.  
 

Seeing her shabby, unkempt appearance, the pastor guessed the reason and, taking 
her by the hand, took her inside and found a place for her in the Sunday school class. 
The child was so happy that they found room for her, and she went to bed that night 
thinking of the children who have no place to worship Jesus.  
 

Some two years later, this child lay dead in one of the poor tenement buildings. Her 
parents called for the kind-hearted pastor who had befriended their daughter to handle 
the final arrangements.  
 

As her poor little body was being moved, a worn and crumpled red purse was found 
which seemed to have been rummaged from some trash dump.  
 

Inside was found 57 cents and a note, scribbled in childish handwriting, which read: 
'This is to help build the little church bigger so more children can go to Sunday School.'  
 

For two years she had saved for this offering of love.  
 

When the pastor tearfully read that note, he knew instantly what he would do. Carrying 
this note and the cracked, red pocketbook to the pulpit, he told the story of her  
unselfish love and devotion.  
 

He challenged his deacons to get busy and raise enough money for the larger building. 
But the story does not end there... 
 

A newspaper learned of the story and published It. It was read by a wealthy realtor who 
offered them a parcel of land worth many thousands. 
 

When told that the church could not pay so much, he offered to sell it to the little church 
for 57 cents.  
 

Church members made large donations. Checks came from far and wide. 
Within five years the little girl's gift had increased to $250, 000.00--a huge sum for that 
time (near the turn of the century). Her unselfish love had paid large dividends..  
 

When you are in the city of Philadelphia , look up Temple Baptist Church , with a  
seating capacity of 3,300. And be sure to visit Temple University , where thousands of 
students are educated.  
 

Have a look, too, at the Good Samaritan Hospital and at a Sunday School building 
which houses hundreds of beautiful children, built so that no child in the area will ever 
need to be left outside during Sunday school time.  
 

In one of the rooms of this building may be seen the picture of the sweet face of the 
little girl whose 57 cents, so sacrificially saved, made such remarkable history.  
 

This is a true story, which goes to show WHAT GOD CAN DO WITH 57  CENTS.

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One article I read said today ñmay be a single mum, under 20 years 

of age, with 3 children each with a different fatherò. As the state has 

taken on more and more responsibility for our lives, personal  

responsibility seems to have gone out of the window!!

Our Summer Holiday maintenance project this year in the halls has been to 

have new, replacement fluorescent lighting fittings installed in the main hall, 

giving full and sufficient illumination for the first time in quite a while! We 

have also had all of the radiators in the halls ï 17 in all! ï fitted with their own 

control valves so that they can be switched on or off independently. Two  

radiators were leaking heavily during last winter so the system needed  

checking and overhauling anyway. Maintenance tasks around our buildings 

seem to be never ending but they are a very real part of our Christian witness 

to the local community. This work is a continuing part of our renewal of the 

halls, undertaken as a response to principles of good stewardship. The Halls 

and School House bring us a total income of around £30,000 each year and as 

such are critical to our finances, but as importantly they are vital to the village 

community, since without them there would be nowhere suitable for the many 

social groups that make use of them to meet. 

 

I estimate that the hall doormat is crossed (footfalls) around 600-700 times per 

week, with some people visiting just once and some considerably more than 

once, say the Playgroup for instance. 
 

What happens in the halls? During a typical week we have Playgroup every 

morning, Dog Training three times a week, Nicolaôs Dancers four times a 

week, Irish Dancers, Zumba Dancers, Jo Jingles Toddlersô Music  Group, 

Young Families, Brownies, Guides and Cine Club. We also have bookings for 

parties for children of Primary school age and Childrensô activities on Sundays 

during our service time. We have Half-term and Summer holiday clubs. We 

have 4  Indoor Boot sales each year and church Summer and Christmas Fairs. 
 

These activities represent vital links into our community. Hirers and users 

come into contact and context with Christian people and Christian values, and 

without this facility to offer we, and they, would be the poorer. We have tried 

to ensure, through our renovation programme and building on the good work 

that went before, that the Halls will be available for use for many years to 

come.

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Having spent the last 40 summer holidays in the same 

place I can confidently write that the weather this 

year, was one of the worst if not the worst we have 

ever experienced.

We all tend to look 

back at the past through rose-tinted glasses with the Victorian Era held 

up as a great example of civic peace and morality, which is totally  

untrue. It was a time of private vice and public morality and London and 

other cities did have riots from time to time. 

 

My son-in-law reminded me that, in the late 19th century, the police had 

a street map of London, coloured to indicate the nature of the street. 

Some streets were marked as too dangerous for the police to enter. We 

would no doubt call them ñno goò areas.  

 

As I have read and heard much about the present troubles two important 

points keep cropping up. The first, that, no matter what the deprivations 

of Victorian London, even the poorest and lowest did have a family 

which they could call their own, to set some sort of standards, which in 

turn lead to the acceptance of respect and authority, both of which are 

sadly lacking today.

As I sit writing this, the sunshine of our holiday seems to be a distant mirage, and 
there is a tinge of autumn in the air as I set out for work in the morning.  All too 
soon winter will be upon us.  Someone announced on the television that there 
were only 118 shopping days to Christmas and I felt like screaming.  The children 
are not yet back at school and the Christmas hype has started. 
 

Talking of going back to school doubtless many of you will be buying new shoes/
boots and stationery for your offspring.  Please ask for the shoebox, and take  
advantage of the offers on stationery to put a few extra items for your shoebox 
into your basket. 
 

Some of you have been asking what you may include in your boxes by way of 
home made items.  Scarves, woolly hats and gloves/mittens are all welcome in 
the boxes and fairly simple to knit.  If you have wool and needles but no patterns 
please let me know I can supply patterns.  Clothing such as matinee jackets for 
babies are not permitted.  Knitted toys are another area where the charity is quite 
specific and only include finger and glove puppets in the list of allowed items.  All 
other toys must be new and carry the CE mark.  Again I have finger/glove puppet 
patterns if anyone would like one. 
 

Over the summer I kept my eyes open whenever I was shopping to find small 
sporty items to put into my boxes to go with the Olympic theme chosen by  
Samaritanôs Purse.  But, if anyone finds Olympic themed wrapping paper please 
let me know!

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He was also a man blessed 
with "complete integrity" who 
was referred to by one of his 
comrades as "the ultimate 
good lad," he added.

Standard bearers from the local Royal British Legion branch lined the 
path to the church, while local children stood nearby clutching white 
carnations. 
 
The sun broke through the rain clouds and all fell silent as the soldier's 
hearse approached, preceded by a cavalcade of police motorcycles. 
 

The Last Post was sounded at the end of the service and the standard 
bearers outside lowered their flags before everyone again fell silent. 
 
Family members embraced each other, sobbing, as they left the 
church, while riflemen fired off two shots each. 
 
As the hearse drove off for a private cremation ceremony attended by 
close family and senior military representatives only, a round of 

applause broke out 
among the crowd of 
mourners and locals 
who had come to show 
their support. 
 
Lt Clack was the 379th 
British serviceman to 
have died since 
operations in Afghani-
stan began in 2001.
